PROGRAM EXPECTATIONS

Students are expected to earn points based on their performance both in the building and in the workplace and will be given a daily score out of based on the following categories: safety, teamwork, attitude, job completion, participation, and appropriate behaviors. Students also can earn Stallion Bucks which can be redeemed in the MiCI Stallion Store (drinks, snacks, candy, fidgets, etc. can be purchased with Stallion Bucks).
CLASSROOM and WORKSITE BEHAVIOR
No Issues – Student has maintained a positive status in the classroom/work environment (Green)
First Offense– Student will be given a warning, classroom expectations will be restated (Yellow)
Second Offense – Student will be given an Action Plan, must be reviewed with parent via phone call home (Orange)
Third Offense – Automatic referral to Principal, removed from job, possible suspension from work site (Red)
Social Skills – Students will learn social skills that will develop positive habits in the workplace after high school. Social Skills will be reinforced through monthly lessons with our SLP and SSW. Social skill categories include: 
· Common courtesy, apologizing, listening, waiting your turn, dealing with losing, asking appropriate questions, telling the truth, friendship boundaries, manners, name calling, minding my own business, getting to know someone new, public vs. private, cause and effect, interrupting, conflict resolution, personal space, peer pressure, self-control, what is a friend, how to be a friend, and who is not your friend
Life Skills – Students are given real-life situations where they must refer to a chart, graph, or schedule to locate information. Topics include:
· Reading an airport flight status, school schedule, game day schedule, family chore chart, store hours chart, weekly work schedule, work registry, weekly lunch schedule, television guide, movie theatre times, event schedule, bus schedule, sock size chart, train schedule, and drive through schedule
Econ Skills – Students will learn how to use money wisely (paychecks, plan for spending), how to use the bank (checking account, savings account, ATM safety, online banking), and how to be a wise consumer (comparison shopping, buying groceries, warranty, unit pricing) Students will also practice math weekly using our new MiCI Stallion Store. 
Laundry Skills - Students will collect, sort, wash, dry, and fold laundry from each office center and the gym. Students will learn laundry skills to better prepare them for life after high school. 
Cleaning Skills – Students will perform light cleaning tasks around the building and classroom. We will also do some light janitorial tasks within the worksites at CPC and Play Place:
· Sweeping, vacuuming, dusting, wiping counters, sanitizing tables, mopping, sorting, organizing

Cooking Skills – Students will learn food safety, food handling, and will have small group instructional cooking tasks that helps prepare them for future independent living settings. Students in this block of classes will cook every week in small groups in the classroom kitchen.

Popcorn Fridays – Students will make popcorn and deliver it to classrooms around the building each Friday. Students will gain experience in the following tasks that will prepare them for working post high school:
· Supply and demand skills, taking an order, interpreting an order form, navigation skills within the building, measuring skills, cooking skills, cleaning skills, using manners, completing a task, and being professional and respectful in the building.
